Entering the Addiction Studies (AS) Program:

Advising and Registration:

It is not necessary to be “accepted” by the SFCC Addiction Studies program before taking classes.  We do recommend talking to an advisor and/or an AS program faculty.  If you would like to take a few classes to see what the program is about, we advise taking the Survey of Addiction (AS 131) and Counseling Techniques (AS 176).  Each course is five (5) credits.
 
Students who have less than 30 credits will need to meet with an advisor prior to being released for registration in SFCC classes.  A general counselor/ advisor may complete this step with you.  An AS program faculty member may also assist you with this step.  

The AS faculty hold group advising sessions to help students understand the program and to provide general advising.  The group sessions fill up quickly, so call the Human Services secretary (533-3148) to find out the scheduled times.  This is NOT mandatory before attending classes, much of the info will be presented again in the AS 131 Survey of Addiction course.  You DO NOT have to have prior advising from the AS program before you enroll in Addiction Studies courses.  Classes full up quickly, so the most important action is to register for a seat in the class!  Please do not wait to meet individually with an AS faculty.  Our program only has two faculty members who teach full-time.  If you cannot attend a group advising session, please utilize the SFCC Advisors/Counselors.

If you are trying to register for a class and it is full, faculty may be able to sign you into the class.  For this to occur, you must attend the first class (on time, ready to begin, with an Add/Drop Form for the faculty to sign).  We cannot guarantee an override, but we have a good success rate of enrolling students who attend class the first day.  Please do not ask faculty prior to first day of class, as we will not know the number of students actually enrolled until the first day.  Some classes have a waitlist process, please utilize the list.

 Addiction Studies Program:  Degrees and Certifications 
SFCC offers two tracks for obtaining the educational courses that Washington State requires to become a Chemical Dependency Professional.  It is important to understand that SFCC offers the academic credits, which are required by the State as part of the credentialing process.  The Degree or Certificate in Addiction Studies, does not meet all of the requirements for Washington State’s Chemical Dependency Professional credential.  
Our program meets the State’s educational requirements:
 
…the minimum educational requirements are:  an associate’s degree in human services or related field from 
an approved school; or successful completion of ninety quarter or sixty semester college credits in courses from an approved school. At least forty-five quarter or thirty semester credits must be in courses relating 
to the chemical dependency profession…

(see Overview of How to Become a Chemical Dependency Professional below).  

Therefore, if you do not have an existing degree or at least 45 credits, you would enroll into our A.A.S. Addictions Studies Program.  If you do have an existing degree, or 45 college-level credits, you may qualify for the Addiction Studies Certificate Program.  (If your existing 45 credits are not part of a completed degree, we strongly recommend you enroll in the A.A.S. Degree program).  


Recent Program Changes 
*Prior to June of 2012, the Addiction Studies Program was titled the “Chemical Dependency Counselor Program (CD).”  Students enrolled in the CD program prior to this date may utilize the CD Degree and Certificate Program requirements established at the time of their enrollment in the program.  A student has 4 years to complete the program under the established requirements. 

Students beginning the program after June 2012, will be required to complete all requirements of the Addiction Studies Program.  Both these programs are subject to Washington State law regulating the profession of Chemical Dependency Counselors and Trainees.  Please refer to Washington Administrative Code and the Department of Health for the requirements for credentialing.  It is the SFCC’s AS program’s intent to meet all of the educational requirements for credentialing as a Washington State CDP/ CDP-T, but final approval is given only through Washington State’s Department of Health. CDPT renewals are on the anniversary of the issue date.
Once a registration is issued, only four renewals and a total of five years are allowed to complete the application process.  A person must complete their educational requirements, their supervised clinical field hours and have passed the NAADAC exam within the four renewals -five year time line. 

Department of Health’s Personal Data Questions
If there are personal data questions that you answered ‘yes’ on the CDP-T application (i.e. criminal background), you may wish to contact the Department of Health to determine your ability to pass the background check.  SFCC does NOT make these determinations.  Each person will need to contact the DOH to be screened on an individual basis.

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There are several basic steps to becoming a Chemical Dependency Professional
(Note that these are not detailed instructions, only a guideline).
WA State CDP-T and CDP info 
Chemical Dependency Professional Trainee (CDPT) Certification Requirements
This is general information. WAC 246-811 includes more detailed information.
To qualify as a CDPT you must complete:
· The application 

· Completed declaration that the applicant is in an enrolled school and gaining the experience required to receive a CDP credential. (Included in application.) 

· Four (4) hours of HIV/AIDS education and training 
Note:  A 4 to 8 hour course in general HIV/AIDS is necessary prior to submitting an application for “Chemical Dependency Professional Trainee” (CDPT) status, but does NOT meet the requirement for application for becoming a “Chemical Dependency Professional.”  An appropriate 4 to 8 hour course can be taken from the Regional Health District (and some other agencies) to meet “Chemical Dependency Professional Trainee” application requirements. However, the SFCC HSSUB 179 HIV/AIDS course meets the requirements for application to both “Chemical Dependency Professional Trainee” (CDPT) and “Chemical Dependency Professional - (CDP).”  SFCC’s  course contains the necessary training that is mandated for CD counselors (Brief Risk Information) that most general HIV/AIDS courses do not.

The State of Washington  educational requirements to become a “Chemical Dependency Professional - (CDP)” are as follows:

2. Pass Washington State Background Check
To apply for status as a CDPT you must complete all necessary steps below:
· The application 
· Completed declaration that the applicant is in an enrolled school and gaining the experience required to receive a CDP credential. (Included in application.) 
· Four (4) hours of HIV/AIDS education and training 
· The application fee 
· Completed out of state verification forms sent directly from each state (if applicable) 

Some people who enter the field of addictions counseling have criminal histories, some of which may disqualify them from working as a counselor in the field.  If you have a criminal history, it is highly recommended to check with the Department of Health to determine if you may be disqualified due to a past criminal charge before completing the educational courses necessary to become certified as a professional. It is recommended that each student apply for “Chemical Dependency Professional Trainee” (CDPT) status early during the academic portion of the CDP requirements to ensure their ability to work in the field of addictions counseling.  Students must be registered as a “Chemical Dependency Professional Trainee” (CDPT) prior to enrolling in SFCC’s practicum courses.  

How to Obtain Your Criminal History Information:
For each county in which you have a criminal judgment, you will need to go to the county’s Superior Court and request a Sentencing and Judgment (S&J) for each offense.  These will need to be certified and you will most likely be charged for each “certified” page. 
· In Spokane go to the main Court House (not annex),  W 1100 Mallon,  Room 300 (Records) (Spokane County charges $5 for the first page and $1 for additional certified pages.  It is a good idea to make yourself extra copies, but these will not be “certified.”
· You may want to have a Criminal History Background check performed to be certain you have accounted for EACH offense.
Explain circumstances for each offense in writing.  This is your opportunity to tell the Department of Health about:
a. Life events that contributed to your offense.  Make sure to include addiction, domestic violence, etc.
b. How you responded to the charges and recommendations from the court.  Did you attend treatment, perform community services, make restitution, become a part of a community resource, school, etc.?
i. If you did attend and successfully complete treatment, state where, when, and include any discharge paperwork.  A letter from your counselor is very helpful.
ii. What steps have you put into place to show you have a sound recovery or life plan that will prevent any future charges or harm to people?
c. Take the time with this letter - use spell check and have someone “proof read” it.  Your answers will help determine if the Department of Health (DOH) will allow you to register as a Chemical Dependency Professional Trainee (CDPT).  If you are not allowed to become a Chemical Dependency Professional Trainee (CDPT), you cannot become a Chemical Dependency Professional (CDP).  Many people have criminal histories in our program and most successfully accomplish the registration process.  But it is up to you to do the footwork and explain your charges.  This process can take a long time and can include stipulations such as: UAs, treatment, and/or more frequent and intense agency supervision. You could be asked to re-apply after meeting conditions and a certain amount of time.  This letter is extremely important.
*Send entire application packet and these documents to DOH (make sure to keep a complete copy for yourself).  –Remember: There is an application fee.

3. CLINICAL FIELD HOURS- Before applying to become a ”Chemical Dependency Professional,” a person must perform a minimum number of supervised hours at a clinical treatment center as a Chemical Dependency Professional Trainee (CDPT).  For most students an SFCC practicum is where initial clinical field hours are documented. The majority of SFCC course work is usually completed before beginning practicum. The following table outlines the types and numbers of hours that are required prior to sitting for the state exam required for certification as a “Chemical Dependency Professional.”  

*You must be a chemical dependency professional trainee (CDPT) to begin counting these hours.

Substantial Equivalency
Applicants who are credentialed in another state can be certified without exam if the other state's credentialing standards are equivalent to those in Washington State. Credentials that are considered equivalent are listed on the DOH website.








4. Exam Requirements
The National Association of Alcoholism and Drug Abuse Counselors (NAADAC) level 1 or higher, or the International Certification and Reciprocity Consortium (ICRC) level II or higher Exam is required for certification. 
The application and fee must be submitted to the department at least 90 days before applicants would like to take the exam. All other documents must be submitted at least 60 days before applicants would like to take the exam.

SFCC’s Addiction Studies Program is NAADAC Certified, and therefore, our students may contact the Practicum Supervisor to apply for testing once you have graduated with AAS in Addiction studies course work.  All non-graduates or students graduating from a non-NAADAC program must meet all certification requirements prior to being approved to sit for the examination.  This includes all clinical supervised hours.
Verification must be sent directly from NAADAC or ICRC, or the state in which you passed the Exam. If the exam was administered as part of your education, the school must verify your scores.
What does NAADAC or ICRC international certification do for me?"
NAADAC or ICRC certification verifies:
· The experience requirements 
· The forty-five quarter or thirty semester hours of topics listed in WAC 246-811-030(2)(a) through (w) 
· The exam requirements 
If you have NAADAC or ICRC certification, then supervision and verification forms are not required. 
Transcripts are needed to verify the additional 45 quarter or 30 semester credits in courses covering the subject content described in WAC 246-811-030(2).
NAADAC or ICRC must send verification of your certification to the department.

Commonly Asked Questions
The difference between "Academic/Transfer" and "Technical/Professional" programs:
Community college programs serve two basic student populations: students planning to transfer to a four-year institution, and students looking for short-term job training or retraining.
Academic programs meet the needs of transfer students, who select from over 40 pre-majors. In consultation with a counselor, each student designs a program that meets both the requirements of the Associate of Arts (liberal arts transfer) degree, or the Associate of Science Transfer Degree, and the requirements of the transfer four-year institution.
Technical/Professional programs are designed primarily for short-term job training or retraining. Associate of Applied Science degrees are awarded upon completion of approximately six quarters

The Addiction Studies program is a Technical/Professional program and is not largely transferable to other state schools.  If you take our classes, they may not transfer as credits to a school such as Eastern Washington University.  Some schools will take our AAS in Addiction Studies and transfer it directly towards a Bachelor’s degree.  Whitworth College recognizes that our CD program has specialized courses that meet their requirements of 300 and 400 level courses.  The agreement with Whitworth, known as the Upside/Down Program, allows students to transfer to Whitworth and take their undergraduate requirements after completing the AAS in Addiction Studies. 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Changes to SFCC Chemical Dependency (CD) Counselor Program    DRAFT  6/19/2012
As of Fall 2012, the CD Counselor Program at SFCC will have substantial changes, including changing the program name to Addiction Studies.  The three columns below show the changes made to classes in the program, including changes to the Math and Computer courses.  The AAS Degree has an overall reduction in one credit, from 91 to 90.  The Certificate Program has been reduced to 60 credits.
SFCC will make opportunity for currently enrolled students, as of Spring 2012, to complete their Degrees and Certificates with as little disruption as possible.  It is the plan, when feasible, to offer each of the HSSUB (old classes) one, final time for the transitioning students.   Faculty and administration will work with students on an individual basis when necessary.
