Professional Certificate in Business Emergency Preparedness Planning
The purpose of the Professional Certificate in Business Emergency Preparedness Planning (BEPP) is to build a live document to use in a business or organization. The purpose and processes for developing and implementing an emergency preparedness plan will be taught by industry experts in the field.  The vocational job training from this program to be a Safety/Emergency Planning Specialist is specifically focused to ensure an organization has put into place an in-depth plan that will mitigate damage to that entity in the event of a disaster, and to allow that entity to recover and resume business in the aftermath of a local or widespread emergency or disaster.
Guest speakers include: Federal Bureau of Investigation, American Red Cross, Homeland Security, City of San Diego Emergency Management, and San Diego Police Department Critical Incident Unit. 
Format:  	Classroom, 6 half days, once a week.

Skill Sets

· Study and learn each phase of disaster preparedness planning.  
· Acquire knowledge on very specific details to developing a hazard vulnerability assessment, an emergency plan, continuity and resumption plan and recovery plan. 
· Understand and develop a hands-on emergency plan using techniques, strategies and tactics with templates learned in the class.
· Network with industry professionals giving the courses for future occupation opportunities.

Course Description
This 6 week program is Cohort based. The students goes through the six half days together. The purpose of this program is to give skill based, interaction and knowledge to students interested in developing an action plan for their organization for an emergency or disaster. 
· Case studies and homework will be assigned on each segment in order to put together the emergency preparedness plan of action, SOP.  
· Each student will work on their own plans, customized to their work and company. Additionally, behind the scenes tours will take place each week at emergency operation centers.

In order below, the modules will build on each other each week:

· Emergency Planning Overview – Government, Business and the Elements of Emergency Preparedness. 
· Hazard Vulnerability Assessment
· Business Impact Analysis and Mitigation Plan.
· Developing the Emergency Response Plan, the Emergency Resumption and Continuity Plan.
· Developing the Emergency Recovery Plan – panel experts discuss major disasters and the reaction time, loss of business, evacuations, and how to recover loss of function, and open the organization again.
· Business Emergency Planning, The ICS in Business. 
· Capstone class, student projects for Emergency Response presented to industry expert panel.
