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Basic Cosmetology

The Basic Cosmetology program is a comprehensive program covering all phases of cosmetology, preparing the student for an entry-level career as a Licensed Cosmetologist. The Cosmetology course will provide the student with the necessary skills and will prepare the student to pass the State Board Examination. The approach to training used by the school is based on sound educational principals and teaching fundamentals. Upon completion of the course, the student shall have demonstrated all required competencies that are part of the State Board Examination.


All course work meets Oklahoma State Board of Cosmetology minimum curriculum requirements.

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Course Descriptions
CC1102     Cosmetology Concepts I                              65 Clock Hours
This  course  introduces  fundamental  cosmetology  concepts.  Topics  include  anatomy,  fundamentals  of haircutting, hair color, braiding and wigs, and other related topics. Upon completion, students should be able
to safely and competently apply these cosmetology concepts in the salon setting.
CC1201     Cosmetology Concepts II                             65 Clock Hours
This course covers more comprehensive cosmetology concepts. Topics include chemical restructuring, basic hairstyling, marketing & promotions, and other related topics. Upon completion, students should be able to safely and competently apply these cosmetology concepts in the salon setting.
CC1501L   Cosmetology Clinic I                                    320 Clock Hours
This course introduces basic salon services. Topics include hair color, style and design, haircutting, permanent waving, relaxing, braiding and wigs, and other related topics. Upon completion, students should be able to safely and competently demonstrate basic salon services.

CC2102     Cosmetology Concepts III                           65 Clock Hours
This course covers intermediate cosmetology concepts. Topics include safety and sanitation, principles of basic  skin  care,  skin  disorders,  lash  and  brow  tinting,  facials,  makeup,  and  other  related  topics.  Upon completion, students should be able to safely and competently apply these cosmetology concepts in the salon setting.
CC2201     Cosmetology Concepts IV                           65 Clock Hours
This  course  covers  intermediate  cosmetology  concepts.  Topics  include  chemistry  and  hair  structure, shampooing and conditioning, manicures and pedicures, and an overview of all cosmetology concepts in preparation  for  the licensing examination.  Upon completion, students  should be  able to demonstrate an understanding of these cosmetology concepts and meet program completion requirements.
CC2501L   Cosmetology Clinic II                                  320 Clock Hours
This course provides experience in a simulated salon setting. Topics include nail application, scalp treatments, shampooing, rinsing, hair color, hairstyle and design, haircutting, chemical restructuring, and other related topics. Upon completion, students should be able to safely and competently demonstrate these salon services.
CC3102     Cosmetology Concepts V                             40 Clock Hours
This course covers advanced cosmetology concepts. Topics include sanitation and bacteriology, advanced cutting and design, professional image, salon business and management, and other related topics. Upon completion, students should be able to safely and competently apply cosmetology concepts in the salon setting.
CC3501L   Cosmetology Clinic III                                 260 Clock Hours
This  course  provides  comprehensive  experience  in  a  simulated  salon  setting.  Emphasis  is  placed  on intermediate-level of skin care, manicuring, scalp treatments, shampooing, hair color, design, haircutting, chemical restructuring and other related topics. Upon completion, students should be able to safely and competently demonstrate these salon services.
CC4105     Cosmetology Concepts VI                           40 Clock Hours
This course provides an overview of the methods and techniques design concepts, including the application of
art principles and elements to artistically design hair, nails, make-up and other related topics. Upon completion, students should be able to demonstrate knowledge and techniques associated with design concepts.
CC4501L   Cosmetology Clinic IV                                 260 Clock Hours
This course provides experience in a simulated salon setting. Topics include: advanced hair cutting and 
design, salon  management,  customer  service  skills,  artificial  nail  application,  and  other  related  topics.  Upon completion, students should be able to safely and competently demonstrate these salon services.
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
